The jubilee edition of the Adam Mickiewicz University Law Review is
part of a series of initiatives dedicated to the centenary of the Faculty
of Law and Administration of Poznan University. The pages of the Re-
view commemorate the achievements of deceased professors of the Fac-
ulty, with their work taking on a new form thanks to the English lan-
guage translations. Thus, the homage that we pay to the former mas-
ters of the Poznan legal community also allows us to make the historic
scholarly achievements of our Faculty accessible to foreign readers.
The jubilee edition of the Adam Mickiewicz University Law Re-
view consists of a set of scholarly papers selected by the department
heads at the Faculty of Law and Administration who accepted the invita-
tion to take part in the project: Department of Constitutional Law, De-
