Doktorantka odwolala
sie do wynikéw swoich analiz o charakterze jakosciowym. Nastepnie swoje do-
$wiadczenia wychowawcy klasy integracyjnej przedstawita mgr Agnieszka Bar-
wicka. W tym kontekécie odniosta sie do wyzwan nauki zdalnej na wezesnym
etapie szkoly podstawowej. W tej czesci glos zabrata takze mgr Ewelina Szcze-
chowiak, podkreslajac wazna role przedsigbiorczosci w edukacji szkolnej. Mgr
Weronika Klon odniosta sie do zjawiska satysfakcji z wykonywanej pracy na-
uczyciela. Z kolei, mgr Jakub Adamczewski przedstawit reformy systemu eduka-
¢ji na przyktadzie Finlandii. Swoje wystapienie osadzil w nurcie neoliberalizmu.
Ponadto, mgr Alicja Hekmat-Szatl wprowadzita stuchaczy w problematyke tozsa-
mosci w kontekscie poczucia dobrostanu wsréd miodziezy.

Konferencja zgromadzita wielu sluchaczy, ktérzy z zaciekawieniem zapozna-
li sie z prezentowanymi wystapieniami oraz uczestniczyli w debatach.

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Report from the 36™ Istanbul International Conference
on Arts, Literature, Humanities and Social Sciences

11-13.05.2022 in Istanbul, Turkey

Another edition of the annual Istanbul International Conference on Arts, Lite-
rature, Humanities and Social Sciences was held from the 11th to the 13th of May
2022 in Istanbul. This year’s motive for the conference was the meaning of inno-
vative research in terms of multidisciplinary science. The event was organised by
the Dignified Researchers in Humanities and Social Sciences Institute in central
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Istanbul - the organisation that aims to gather young scientists from over 10 uni-
versities across the globe to share their research findings and experience.

The three-day conference was officially opened on the second day by the Di-
rector-Principal of Rayat-Bahra University in India with the opening remarks.
After that, three keynote speakers were introduced: Prof. Bulent Topcuoglu
(Akadeniz University Vocational School of Technical Sciences in Turkey), Prof.
Nurlybek Ispulov (oraighyrov University in Kazakhstan) and Dr Hemantkumar
Bulsara (National Institute of Technology in India). All of the speeches touched
on the case of new inventions in their countries that might change our life soon.
The opening session ended with a short but edifying coffee break, during which
participants were able to get acquainted with posters prepared by PhD students
and university lecturers.

The first young scientists” session in social sciences was fully devoted to the
topic of social science and art in modern society. Jakub Adamczewski (Adam
Mickiewicz University) was the first one to introduce his topic: , Lesson from Fin-
land. Why we need more Sisu in education?”. The next speaker, Dewi Fairuz Zu-
laikha talked about , Problem-based multimedia e-books: The effect on students’
creative thinking skills in physics course”. Next, Isnaini Nur Fauziah presented
a paper on , Improving teacher performance on pedagogical competence through
academic supervision of school principals”. Another one, Ahmad Sobiyanto talk-
ed about ,Analysis of the role of philanthropic institutions during the Covid-19
pandemic; Aksi Cepat Tanggap Case Study”. We continued with Ajeng Fitri
Untariana and her topic: , Evaluation of song and movement training for early
childhood education teachers to improve early childhood dance learning skills”.
Next, Mujlauwidzatul Husna presented a paper about , Teacher competencies in
facing limited face-to-face learning in the new normal era”. Asu Perihan Karadut,
second to last presented her papers on ,21 exercises for violoncello by Jean-Louis
Duport and recommendations on teaching” and ,Historical importance of two
cello concertos by Joseph Haydn on the development of concerto composing tra-
dition for solo cello”. The last presenter in this session was Gina Karunia Kusu-
mah with her speech: , Interacting with service app: reviewing users” body and
hand gestures on the ride-hailing mobile app”.

After the lunch break, two other sessions started that focused on humanities
and language studies and were held in the same friendly and well-organised way
until the early evening. Some of the presenters decided to join the conference in
the form of virtual presentations and connect via zoom. Interestingly, most of the
papers presented were connected to the topic of Covid-19 or distance learning,
which made me realise the impact it had on countries such as Indonesia, Turkey
and Malaysia. The second day plenary session ended with announcing the results
of the best paper award, which that were granted in three categories. In social
sciences category Jakub Adamczewski from Adam Mickiewicz University was
announced, together with two other scientists in two remaining categories: Dr
Shelina Khalid Jilani (University of Bradford) and Dr Mohd Elmuntasir Ebrahim
(Kuwait Institute for Scientific Research).
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On the next day, the joint session for all sciences was planned together with
the historical tour through the city. To sum up, the 36th Istanbul International
Conference on Arts, Literature, Humanities and Social Sciences was an unusual
meeting of theoreticians and practitioners in a multidisciplinary field. It felt great
to be a part of this event and sharing research face to face will hopefully lead to
international collaboration among participants.
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
